BRIEF REPORT OUTLINING HIGHLIGHTS OF THE GAME AND OTHER NEWSWORTHY COMMENTS:

 A depleted under 15 squad travelled to Vale of Lune seeking their first win of the New Year. With only 12 players making the journey, the hosts generously loaned us 3 players to make up the numbers. Vale of Lune pressurised the visitors from the off, and the referee was quick to show he would police the breakdown rigorously. With Carlisle handling in the ruck, the hosts were quick to put 3 points on the board from the resulting penalty. It wasn't long though before Carlisle got on the scoresheet, and the hosts were penalised for a similar offence in their half which was brought forward 10m for dissent. From the tap and go the ball was worked left and fly half Andy Glendinning drew the Vale of Lune defence to release Jack Mitchell to power his way over for our first try.  Vale of Lune continued to pressurise the Carlisle defence, but after some good forward play the ball was worked back for Andy to kick over the hosts defence. With Scott Hogarth chasing down the kick and pressurising the hosts fullback into committing a penalty, the resulting quick tap and go was quickly worked across the back line for Wilson Noctor to score. The hosts were quick to break back and from a scrum on the Carlisle 22, Vale of Lune broke through the visitors defence to score in the left corner and reduce the deficit to 2 points. Carlisle were not downhearted though and were putting in some crunching tackles in the face of some very determined Vale of Lune attacking play. Carlisle were unlucky not to score again when a clever cross kick from our flyhalf was narrowly missed by Scott Hogarth on the right wing. Minutes later from some ruck ball just inside the Carlisle half, Scott sped down the right wing and kicked over the defending winger, only to be just beaten to the touch by the covering Vale of Lune defender. With the Carlisle team showing some good cohesive attacking play, some excellent foraging by No 8 Stuart Cannon released Jack Mitchell to repeat his earlier efforts to score our third try just before half time.

Vale of Lune started the second half energetically and from a scrum on the half line, their speedy winger broke through our defence to score their second try. From the restart the ball was picked up by Wilson Noctor who kicked into space behind the hosts defence, and a chasing Scott Hogarth again forced their last defender into committing a penalty. Another quick tap and go was fed wide across the backs stretching the hosts defence and allowing our substitute Vale of Lune centre Giles to score our fourth try, converted by Andy Glendinning. With the Carlisle forwards now dominating set piece and with good piercing runs by Chris Marsh and James Bulman, another piece of interlinking play between Stuart Cannon and Jack Mitchell was stopped just short of the Vale of Lune line. The hosts managed to steal the ball and clear their lines, and with a kick over the Carlisle defence, their winger was unlucky to put a foot into touch on his way to the try line. However the hosts were not be denied and they converted some sustained pressure into a third try, which they converted. Carlisle were keen though to try and break back and winger Erik Shaddock was unlucky not to break through the Vale of Lune defence to restore the points difference.  With only two points the difference between the teams, Carlisle were unlucky to lose their flyhalf to a twisted ankle, as Vale of Lune battered a tiring Carlisle defence. This sustained pressure and their ability to bring on fresh legs began to tell, and with a minute on the clock edged in front with their fourth try. Carlisle however didn't give up, and even at the death were unlucky not to score when a run by Scott Hogarth and kick through bounced awkwardly, and the hosts were glad to kick the ball dead. This was a brave performance by the Carlisle 12, ably supported by their loan players from our hosts, and who were unlucky not to get any return for a gutsy performance.
